All Fellows must be registered pharmacists who have practiced pharmacy for at least five years and practiced as a compounding pharmacist for at least three years.  Since the IACP Fellowship Program’s inception, 65 pharmacists have been honored as members of this elite group. 

“The IACP Fellowship program recognizes compounders who maintain the highest professional standards in pharmacy compounding and are regarded by their peers as excellent role models and mentors in the profession,” says, IACP’s Fellowship Chair Linda F. McElhiney, PharmD, RPh, FIACP, FASHP.  “Fellowship is the highest distinction awarded by IACP, the pharmacy industry’s only trade association dedicated solely to the pharmacy compounding profession.
